Who is Able to Stand? 
   

  Revelation 6:12-17    
12 

I watched as he opened the sixth seal. There was a 

  great earthquake. The sun turned black like sackcloth made of goat hair, the 

  whole moon turned blood red, 
13 

and the stars in the sky fell to earth, as figs 

  drop from a fig tree when shaken by a strong wind. 
14 

The heavens receded  

  like a scroll being rolled up
, 
and every mountain and island was removed  

  from its place.
15 

Then the kings of the earth, the princes, the generals, the  

  rich, the mighty, and everyone else, both slave and free, hid in caves and  

  among the rocks of the mountains. 
16 

They called to the mountains and the 

  rocks, “Fall on us and hide us from the face of him who sits on the throne    

  and from the wrath of the Lamb! 
17 

For the great day of their wrath has come, 

  and who can withstand it?”   

  Revelation 11:12-19  
12 

Then they heard a loud voice from heaven saying  

  to them, “Come up here.” And they went up to heaven in a cloud, while their  

  enemies looked on. 
13 

At that very hour there was a severe earthquake and a 

  tenth of the city collapsed. Seven thousand people were killed in the  

  earthquake, and the survivors ere terrified and gave glory to the God of  

  heaven. 
14 

The second woe has passed; the third woe is coming soon. 
15 

The 

  seventh angel sounded his trumpet, and there were loud voices in heaven,  

  which said: “The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord  

  and of his Messiah, and he will reign for ever and ever.” 
16 

And the  

  twenty- four elders, who were seated on their thrones before God, fell on  

  their faces and worshiped God, 
17 

saying: “We give thanks to you, Lord God  

  Almighty, the One who is and who was, because you have taken your great  

  power and have begun to reign. 
18 

The nations were angry, and your wrath  

  has come. The time has come for judging the dead, and for rewarding your  

  servants the prophets and your people who revere your name, both great  

  and small—and for destroying those who destroy the earth.” 
19 

Then God’s  

  temple in heaven was opened, and within his temple was seen the ark of his  

  covenant. And there came flashes of lightning, rumblings, peals of thunder,  

  an earthquake and a severe hailstorm.
